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to God who completed His work of creation on the seventh day
and ascended His glorious throne. He robed the day of rest in beauty,
calling Shabbat a delight. God ceased all His labors on Shabbat; that
is its pride. The seventh day itself hymns praise to God: ““A psalm, a
song of Shabbat: It is good to acclaim the Lord.” Let all His creatures
likewise sing His praise, let them honor their King, Creator of all who
in holiness grants rest and repose for His people Israel on the holy
Shabbat. In the heavens above and on earth below shall Your name
be hallowed and acclaimed, Lord our God. Praise shall be Yours,
our deliverer, for Your wondrous works, for the lights You have
fashioned, the sun and the moon which reflect Your glory.
