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He inhabits eternity, sacred and exalted. As the Psalmist has written:
“Rejoice in the Lord, you righteous. It is fitting for the upright to
praise Him.”

By the mouth of the upright are You extolled,
by the words of the righteous are You praised,
by the tongue of the faithful are You acclaimed,
in the heart of the saintly are You hallowed.

Among assembled throngs of the House of Israel in every generation
shall Your name be glorified in song, our King. For it is the duty of all
creatures, Lord our God and God of our ancestors, to extol, laud, and

glorify You, extolling, exalting, to add our own praise to the songs of
David, Your anointed servant.
